The children's crossing supervisor will always wait until it is safe

before the walk out and blow their whistle.

Cars are not allowed to park on or around the crossing. The crossing area will is usually
signed NO STOPPING. The clearance around the crossing is for the safety of
pedestrians. (YOUR SCHOOL AND YOUR CHILD).

Always be alert and listen to what your children's crossing supervisor says.
REMEMBER ALWAYS CROSS AT THE CHILDREN'S CROSSING WHEN IT IS IN
OPERATION.

| EDUCATION MAINTENANCE ALLOWANCE (EMA) INFORMATION

The EMA application must be submitted to the school by 26 February 2010 for the first
instalment and 6 August 2010 for the second instalment.

To be eligible for receipt of the EMA you must:
be either a parent or guardian of a primary or secondary school student up to the age of

sixteen; and

be an eligible beneficiary of a Centrelink pension, allowance or benefit within the meaning
of the State Concessions Act 2004 or be a Veterans Affairs (TPI) pensioner or be a foster
parent.

Parents with continuing eligibility, who are paid the first instalment of 2010 through this school
will not be required to complete a new application for the second instalment. Parents who
transfer children to another school after 26 February 2010 and prior to or on 6 August 2010,
must reapply at the new school for the second instalment.

EMA application forms are available from the school office.

So "From September, there
are five things to remember: slip on a shirt, slop on SPF 30+ sunscreen, slap on a broad
brimmed hat, seek shade and slide on some sunglasses". Take particular care during the
